1. Paul acknowledged that Christians Fall into Sin, Resulting in the Deeds of Flesh (5:19-21, 26)
Sin Results In:

a) The Loss of the “Fruit of the Spirit”.

b) The Lack of Usefulness for God & the Church.
2. Paul Commands us in Galatians 6:1-6 to Help One Another in Overcoming the “Flesh”.

Committing To Our Church Means, When One Of Us Sins You Must:
I. Pick Him Up. (1)

II. Hold Him Up. (2-5)

2. “Burden” is the Greek word &90/F[J ¢+, which is a Burdensome Weight.

** A Restored Believer that is Abandoned, will be overtaken Again by this kind of “Burden”
3. “Bearing Burdens”

** Proves Your Love and Guards Both Your Hearts.

4. “Burden” is the Greek word 22PN T ¢ [J/E which means a Normal Load.

II1. Build Him Up. (6)

1. “This Verse Emphasizes the need to Receive Help.
2. “Communicate” is the Greek word L} MLS WX 25PN, which means Fellowship.
3. “In All Good Things” is a relationship that will Edify & Build Up both of you in the Lord.
